The Fire Dept Canceled the parade and Chamber canceled Taste of the Mountains, offering vendors to keep their application for next year or refund.  
The Quilt trail brochure done and right on time for a social distancing activity. 
She followed up on Libations of Madison County rack card and that is being worked on currently. More changes to regular brochure should be done next week.
M.A.P Drones is also working on some projects for us.
Tracey submitted a CARES Act proposal for businesses.
The Committee discussed face masks and other possible promotional items. 
The group discussed the Crescere project.
Tracey also gave an update on the Blueway Project. They are forming an exploratory group and there should be another report by September.
